6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Editorial note in section 9.2.2
Section 9.2.2 in the technical specification contains a editorial’s note suggesting:
1) Alignment between this section and W3C spec for key events
2) Alignment with other device event specifications

3) Map Joystick center should map to enter on qwert keyboards

Alignment with W3C specs are done in as a good manner as possible. No further action is anticipated on this item.

Alignment with other events, such as battery strength etc, are not addressed in the current version of the specification. No further action is anticipated on this item.

Mapping Joystick center to enter in some cases and not in others would probably create more confusion than anything else. Either Joystick center should always generate an Enter event or never. The suggestion is to leave the spec as it is with a specific Joystick center event. It seems sensible to map the Joystick center to enter not only on qwert keyboards but in other cases as well. It is therefore suggested that the following should be added to the spec:

The suggestion is to remove following editor’s note without any further changes to the document.
Editor’s note: If possible align with theW3C key events and other device events such as battery, signal strength. Perhaps “Joystick Center” should be mapped to “Enter” on qwerty keyboard.
Change 2:  Editorial note in section 13
The editor’s note in section 13 contains informative text intended as a guide to the creation of the specification. The text could be removed without changing the specification i.e. remove the following from section 13:
This section should describe how the RME client shall be integrated with the functionality that is provided by the device’s to complete a RME enabler. The section should specify which interfaces are used and what data that is transferred on these interfaces. These are functions are expected to be already present on the device.
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
