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1 Reason for Change

The concept of marquee functionality has been accepted by W3C into CSS3. However, W3C will not publicly go through the recommendation process for this functionality until Q3 2008 at the earliest. This CR makes the original WAP Forum syntax for the marquee functionality a deprecated syntax. Furthermore it alerts the community that there will be a new W3C syntax in the future, without creating a normative requirement to include it. This is done because, even though the new syntax has been published inside W3C, it has not gone through the vetting and recommendation process, thus creating a small but real possibility that there could be further change.
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

Existing implementations that have already implemented WAPF marquee are unaffected. New implementations which decide to implement the W3C syntax may be affected if W3C decides to change the syntax. Implementations not implementing marquee will retain a compatible implementation that does not exhibit the marquee movement of so marked text.
3 Impact on Other Specifications

The creation of this CR is due to the related deadline and packaging issues associated with the delivery of Browsing 2.4. MAESpec refers to this functionality, and the reference and text should be checked for continued consistency.
4 Intellectual Property Rights
