At the ARC meeting in Beijing, we discussed the AD waiver for

SVG. As part of that discussion, ARC observed that the Architecture for

Browsing (the inherited WAP document

OMA-AD-WAP_210_WAPArch-V1_0-20010712-A) is very much outdated. Although

the basic architecture may not have evolved much over time, currently

within OMA there no longer is an up to date overview of how all browser,

transcoding, content rendering and content optimization technologies are

related to each other. E.g. more recent BT enablers, like SMIL, SVG,

DPE, RME, and LFC, are not covered in the overall WAP architecture, and

hence their position in the larger BT domain is nowhere described.


ARC would like to suggest that BT considers updating the

Browsing architecture document, and inform ARC of the outcome of the

discussion.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution summarizes the past rationale for no AD for many MAE Enablers.
3 Detailed Proposal

In the past, we asked waiver of AD for SVG, URIscheme and Browsing 2.3.

MAE to consider the following choices:

(a) create a new Architecture document for Browser related OMA Enablers,

(b) create a concrete rationale for future AD waiver.

We have to think about and weigh benefits we can get when we define OSE framework and interfaces for underlying layers, which are defined in external organizations.
