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1 Overview

The OMA BAC-MAE (MAE) SWG has reviewed the documents from ISO-IEC SC29 WG11 regarding LASeR and FLUTE contained in your document 29n7014 (comprising 29n7014c.htm, 29n7014att.zip, 29n70141.doc and 2970142.doc) at our most recent meeting.

MAE has sought input from the OMA BAC-BCAST (BCAST) group re FLUTE.

The various points raised are responded to.
2 Proposal

This document addresses two technical areas and the responses will be similarly organized.

LASeR (MPEG 4 part 20.

MAE thanks WG11 for keep MAE appraised of progress and planned work relating to LASeR. MAE had the benefit of some common participation to help present the intent of the liaison and the related activities.
WG11 asks specifically for and update of the RME work and MAE’s view (comments, questions, contributions) on the planned amendment.

i. RME update.

The requirements document has been completed and is publicly available. 

MAE has solicited member inputs proposing candidate technologies to fulfil the requirements. LASeR has been proposed.
The proposed technologies will be described and their ability to meet the RME requirements assessed in a technology landscape document. This work is in progress.

It is the intention of MAE to use the resulting information to make an informed decision on the technology to adopt for the technical realisation of RME.

Should WG11 wish to understand the inputs, progress and schedule etc beyond the information given in liaisons such as this the public portal provides access to virtually all OMA and member contribution documents.

ii. Comments re the plans for amendment 1 of MPEG 4 part 20

The comments will be place in the context of the information provided.

· to include SVG Tiny 1.2 elements as soon as they have reached a mature state, including scene APIs such as uDOM.

MAE is supportive of this direction.

· to improve the handling of media streams, in particular in cases where only one decoder is available or for broadcast scenarios.

This raised several questions. MAE has not yet determined the impact to our work of the single decoder case motivating some of this work. The initial view is that there appear to be issues related to additional authored info to be considered and events. More detail may be forthcoming as the technology landscape document matures.
· to improve the extension mechanism to provide a compression-efficient inclusion of XML content possibly defined by other organizations

MAE considers the ability to provide a efficient compression mechanism for generic XML content a laudable extension, and suggests a transparent textual compression mechanism, e.g. gzip, would be useful. However there is insufficient in the liaison re the intent to allow further comment.
FLUTE 

BCAST thanks WG11 for the liaison re FLUTE. BCAST has discussed the questions re the proposal to define a hint format for the transmission of the files in a Part 12 container file (e.g. MP4, 3GPP) over the FLUTE protocols (analogous to the hint tracks for RTP) and offers the following response to the questions posed:

i. Is this work of potential interest to you and would you like to see it done?

Currently BCAST is working on Mobile Broadcast Service Enabler v1.0 (BCAST 1.0), which will not address file storage for files to be delivered via FLUTE. Requirements for the next version of BCAST are not agreed as of today.

ii. If it is done, we feel it should be defined in Part 12 as it is of general utility, and therefore would be an MPEG work item, but you may have other suggestions as to where it should be performed.

Since this functionality has not been discussed, BCAST has no view on this.

iii. Do you have comments on the proposal under consideration?

BCAST would like to inform WG11 that BCAST 1.0 defines and specifies a File Delivery function over a variety of broadcast distribution systems (BDS). The File Delivery functionality is based on ALC/FLUTE over the broadcast channel and as examples further supports file-repair over interaction channel in case of loss, service protected delivery and acknowledgement collections. We provide this information while we are not sure whether it is relevant for the question.

iv. Do you have comments on the possible time-schedule for the work?

Since this functionality has not been discussed, BCAST has no view on this.
