3 Detailed Proposal

Once the baseline content of the White Paper has been agreed, it is proposed to replace the contents of section “5.2.2 Data Matrix” with the following content:-
Datamatrix (ISO 16022:2000 / ECC200) is an ISO standard in widespread use.

Datamatrix codes with ECC200 are widely used in industrial processes and have already been used as mobile codes in several pilots.
Datamatrix-like QR codes uses Reed-Solomon algorithm to support error correction.  Datamatrix codes with ECC 200 have a redundancy of approximately 33% which ensures a good trade-off between code efficiency and correction capacity.

A quiet zone of at least one module width is generally needed around the 2D barcodes , as shown by the following examples
