Mobile Tag
The Mobile Tag data structure for mobile codes is a de facto standard, and is a widely deployed interoperable solution.  It is commercially launched in France as well as trials several in several other European countries.  It is included for completeness and backward compatibility. 

This data structure is currently used with the Datamatrix standard in Europe as well as with QR codes for i-mode phone in Japan. This data standard is also applicable to other symbologies.

Addressing and use case

Both direct and indirect modes are addressed through this data structure which covers a large number of use cases including but not limited to web redirection and download, call initiation, SMS/MMS sending and business card information retrieval.
6.2.3.2
Overview of the data structure

The data extracted from the mobile code is a concatenation of 2 fields:

· “Service Type” field

· this is a 2 digit field indicating the type of service provided (for instance direct call initiation or indirect web redirection)

· 100 service types may therefore be achieved and this field currently allows a very high number of additional use cases to be added

· “Details” field
· The format of the “Details” is dependent on whether the service type is direct or indirect:

6.2.3.2.1
Direct services
The Details field contains formatted data which is specific to the service type and consists of list of fields separated by a delimiter.
The "|" character (ASCII Code :124, called pipe) will be used to separate Formatted-data.  The final "|" is optional.  If some "|" delimiters are missing at the end of the formatted-data string, the barcode should be still readable (this only applies if all the fields following the "|" are empty).

Below is an example of a direct phone call initiation in the Details field:-
· Formatted-Data = NUMBER "|" TITLE 
· NUMBER is a E.164 phone number which can be handled by mobile devices

6.2.3.2.2
Indirect services
The “Details” field is the concatenation of an optional action and an identification number. 

The "Action" part is a single digit specifying the way the client application should interact with the content linked to the tag. The “Action” part is optional. If not specified in the tag, the barcode reader application shall apply a default value. This default value depends on ServiceType.  The "ID" part is a zero-filled 13 digits number (between 0000000000001 and 9999999999999) 
Below is an example of an indirect phone call initiation in the Details field:-
· Let’s take the example of 14x14 code generating a 16 digit “Details” field:which will be used as follows: 3 for prefix and 13 for service identification (ID).

· In this instance
· the service identification number 0000000000512, supported by a MMS DO command (=551), is sent to the server.  
· The handset, then, receives the content associated to this ID (n° 512) from the server after correspondence database check. 
· The content, interpreted by the handset inside the MMS composer, could be: sender =”014123652356” with topic =”Product no 3484749” and body = “Send me the full catalog of your products by MMS. Thank you”.
