6 Detailed Change Proposal

7.2.1.1 Direct method: process flow description 

The following picture describes the logical process of the Direct Method, including related steps.
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Step 1: a software client is on mobile handsets in order to acquire, recognize and decode a Mobile Code.
Step 2: the decoding is completely performed by the client on the mobile handset.
Step 3 (optional): the result of the decoding (as performed in step 2) is an URL to a multimedia content delivery platform.
Step 4 (optional): if step 3 occurs, the multimedia content delivery platform provides the required services.
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
