6 Detailed Change Proposal

4.1 Usage scenarios for mobile codes

Figure 1 shows examples of mobile codes in three common, standard symbologies: The QR and Datamatrix codes are 2D symbologies, and the EAN-13 code is a 1D symbology.  Each symbology is an algorithm for encoding data as visual elements, typically but not necessarily squares and lines. Each has a resultant “look and feel” for the user. 

When read and decoded by a camera-equipped handset, data from mobile codes can be used to access content and services in several ways.  These include but are not restricted to:

· Initiating a Web download

· Sending an SMS or email message

· Dialling a number

· Consuming data such as business card information directly from the code.

· Prompting the user with a Menu composed of several possible actions

· Redirecting a user to content specifically based on the user’s wireless carrier
We now give six corresponding scenarios of use.
4.1.5 Menu Code

A single code is needed for contacting a company’s Customer Support – one that allows a user to choose between calling, sending a SMS to customer support or navigating to a website to resolve a support question. Multiple codes for each type of Customer Support are not desired since they a) may confuse the user or b) constrain the company from changing the options at a later date, e.g., change the SMS option to MMS or Email.

4.1.6 Carrier Code

Carriers and Content providers want to leverage Carrier billing of purchased content since this is preferred by the user because it eliminates the need for multiple bills and payments for content purchases. This will require the ability to redirect the same scanned code to multiple URIs for the same content (e.g., ringtone or wallpaper) that lies behind different carriers’ content decks.
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
