5 Detailed Proposal

5.2.4 EZcode

EZcode is a two-dimensional code that was designed specifically for mobile phones. Normally mobile phones have limited computing resources and often lack floating point computational capability. Typical phone cameras generate low to medium color images in VGA (640x480 pixels or lower resolution). The simple but highly efficient design of EZcode enables decoding in various mobile phone devices.
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Figure 1:  The layout of EZcode (left) and the code coordinate system (right).
Like Datamatrix and QR codes, the EZcode is a square. It has two orientation features (guide bars) and three distortion correction features. The overall size of EZcode is 11x11 modules and the payload (actual number of modules assigned for information encoding) is 83. The EZcode layout is easy for the user and camera phone to locate.  The EZcode layout also makes it more resistant to geometrical distortions and poor lighting conditions. Finally, the demand on the mobile handset’s limited computing resources is minimized.

The EZcode has been deployed widely in the Spanish market and is at an early-stage deployment in many other geographic markets. Scanbuy will license the EZcode to OMA members under fair and reasonable terms.
