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1 Reason for Change

Mobile Code group has not discussed what kind of conclusions will be adequate for the White Paper. 

As addressed in the paper, there are regions, e.g., Japan, where mobile codes have been widely deployed and ubiquitously used. For example, NTT DoCoMo has been offering the service since 2003 and more than 90% of all the types of NTT DoCoMo’s handsets shipped in 2007 support mobile code capability. Therefore, if OMA is going to develop normative specifications, it should address the backward compatibility issue and provide mechanisms to ensure backward compatibility for widely deployed and used commercial mobile code services.
Note that it is completely legal for an OMA white paper to make recommendations to TP.
