The GSMA Mobile 2D Barcodes project team would like to make the following recommendation to the OMA Mobile Codes Team with reference to the 2D Barcodes work ongoing within OMA.

The GSMA Project team strongly endorses and requests that the ecosystem for the Indirect Mode when using 2D Barcodes be included in the first 2D Barcode enabler release. The GSMA project team reasoning is as follows:

· In only developing the common Direct Mode support it does not give any added value to the Enabler, as the technology currently already exists and is in use.  OMA could add a vast amount of value in applying its technological expertise into providing solutions supporting Indirect Mode

· It is assumed the amount of work to be completed for this task falls within the scope of a first release.
· Splitting the work into two enabler releases will result in a doubling of effort and OMA process overheads to drive the work to completion, thus unnecessarily delaying the standardization of Indirect Mode

· Including the Indirect Mode as part of the first release allows participants of the extended value chain to participate including End Users, Technological providers, advertisers and operators. Focusing on the common Direct Mode only, may exclude potential actors in the value chain and harm the successful introduction of standardised 2D Barcodes into the market place.

The GSMA Mobile 2D Barcodes project team concludes by making a recommendation to the OMA Mobile Codes Team to develop and deliver an enabler which includes a full Indirect Mode ecosystem at the same time as a Direct Mode solution.
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
