The contribution aims to give direct and indirect method definitions. 
3 Detailed Proposal

Definitions:
Direct Method: the decoding of mobile barcode is completely performed by the code reader on the mobile handset.
Indirect Method: the decoding of mobile barcode is not fully performed by the coder reader on the mobile handset. The decoding is delegated, or partially delegated, to the server. Examples include server-side barcode identifier resolution and server-side barcode image decoding.
