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1 Reason for Change

The MC White Paper highlighted not only the need to support standard symbologies, but also the market need to support proprietary symbologies. This contribution presents support for both standard symbologies and for proprietary symbologies at the mobile entity performing the scanning as a two-fold required capability:

· Configurable; and,
· Downloadable.
The intent of these requirements is to support configuration parameters that will be needed to direct behaviour of handsets that read and decode Mobile Codes, including over-the-air configuration (OMA DM). 
Definitions associated with these requirements are added: 
· Mobile Code Reader, the noun for the devices that read Mobile Codes; and, 

· Mobile Code Scanning, the verb for reading a Mobile Code.
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

This change has no impact on backward compatibility.
3 Impact on Other Specifications

This change has no impact on other specifications.

	Code
	See Mobile Code

	Direct Code
	A mobile code that contains either (1) content for direct consumption for the handset, or (2)  the address of the service to be accessed (typically a URI [URI])

	Indirect Code
	A mobile code that contains an identifier. The identifier has to be resolved (looked up) in order to access the identified content or service. See Resolution.

	Mobile Code
	A 1D or 2D barcode as read by camera-equipped handsets

	Mobile Code Reader
	A mobile device, such as a wireless handset, equipped with the capability to perform Mobile Code Scanning.

	Mobile Code Scan
Mobile Code Scanning
	The physical act of capturing or reading a Mobile Code and decoding the information contained within the Mobile Code into a Data Format

	Resolution
	The process of mapping an identifier supplied from an indirect code into either content to be consumed directly by the handset, or the address of content (or a service) to be consumed by the handset. Typically, resolution is performed by a network service.

	Symbology
	The algorithm by which data is encoded as visual elements (typically arrangements of lines or squares), and the resultant “look and feel” for the user.
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
