	The Code Reader SHOULD read Mobile Codes at video rate, in order to provide the user with real-time feedback on when a code has been read. It MAY offer reading static image capture as a user-selectable alternative in difficult cases.  Frustration with slower responsiveness (e.g. using MMS to transmit image to server) is likely to seriously harm adoption of the technology.

	FB-02
	If several Mobile Codes are in the camera’s field of view, then the Code Reader SHALL unambiguously identify to the user which code has been read at any one time.  For example, it could superimpose the boundary of the Mobile Code whose data is currently being considered by the user.

	FB-03
	Once a Mobile Code has been read, the Mobile Code Reader SHALL by default provide the user with complete information regarding:

(1) the type of code, i.e. if it is Direct the type of content stored in-line or details of the network access needed for the service (URL, number, etc.), or if it is Indirect an indication that the information must first be fetched from the network; 
(2) the text string optionally included in the Mobile Code.  
It SHALL be possible for the user to configure the Code Reader not to present this information, although the user would still be able to view it on demand.

	FB-04
	The Code Reader SHALL, by default, warn the user before s/he is committed to the access that the third-party content or service will be accessed at the user’s own risk.  It SHALL be possible for the user to turn off this general warning. In the case of Indirect codes, this setting MAY be part of the user’s interface to the Code Management Platform, rather than to the Code Reader.

	The code reader SHALL inform the user when it is not capable of executing the code contents.  Code Readers MAY operate on devices that are not capable of executing all Mobile Codes presented to them – they MAY execute on devices capable of only SMS and voice (not data).
