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1 Reason for Change

Change 1

This contribution introduces few changes on the Service Aspects agreed on 0014R01. These requirements included a new definition, the CRS Routing Prefix, which will be given by the Global Registry every time a CRS wants to take part of the MC Ecosystem.

Every request from a CRS to the Global Registry will include a IP address to the CCH associated to this CRS. This association is, effectively, a CMP as it is defined. That’s why we are considering that the Routing Prefix is, actually, identifying a CMP (CRS + CCH). So we are proposing to change “CRS Routing Prefix” by “CMP Routing Prefix”.
Change 2

Since, depending on the implementations, we will have CMP’s, (CRS + CCH), one CCH serving several CRS’s, etc... we consider that in some cases the Authoritative list of transferred codes won’t have to be copied to a CCH. However, we consider the utility of having a cached copy of this list in any of the MC defined entities. For that purpose, we changed the CCH entity for an “Authorized Principal”.
