6 Detailed Change Proposal
Change 1:  Proposed a new use case.
B.3     A Code Publisher Switches to another CRS to Resolve its Indirect Code Identifer
This use case describes a case when a Code Publisher decides to use a new CRS to resolve its Indirect Code Identifier.
B.3.1    ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

Both CRS-A and CRS-B are in CRS business.   A Code Publisher uses CRS-A but has decided to use CRS-B to resolve its Indirect Code Identifier.

The Code Publisher contacts CRS-A indicating its desire to transfer its Indirect Code Identifier.  CRS-A assigns a security token to the Code Publisher.   This security token could be assigned to the Code Publisher when CRS-A assigned that Indirect Code Identifier to the Code Publisher.    CRS-A may inform the GMCR about the transfer by providing the Indirect Code Identifier and the security token.
The Code Publisher provides its Indirect Code Identifier, the associated mapping information, CRS-A information and the security token to CRS-B.
CRS-B initiates the transfer of that Indirect Code Identifier with the GMCR by providing the Indirect Code Identifier, the CRS-B network address information, CRS-A information and the security token.   The GMCR verifies the Indirect Code Identifier and the security token if it receives the information from CRS-A or queries CRS-A to verify if the security token matches with the Indirect Code Identifier.    When verified, the GMCR acknowledges the code transfer with CRS-B and CRS-A and stores the Indirect Code Identifer and CRS-B network address information in the Transferred Indirect Code Identifiers database.   If this is the first Indirect Code Identifier that is transferred out of CRS-A’s Routing Prefix block, the GMCR sets the flag on CRS-A’s Routing Prefix so that default routing at the CCH based on CRS-A’s Routing Prefix is disabled.
B.3.2  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT   Market benefits

A Code Publisher can switch to another CRS to resolve its Indirect Code Identifier so that it needs not abandon the advertising materials (e.g., millions of posters or packages) that have printed the Mobile Code containing the Indirect Code Identifier.  A Code Publisher can change CRS freely for better service and/or better price encouraging competition in the CRS space.
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
