6 Detailed Change Proposal
Change 1:  Proposed a new use case.
B.4     A Code Publisher Adds another CRS to Resolve its Indirect Code Identifier
This use case describes a case when a Code Publisher decides to add another CRS to resolve its Indirect Code Identifier.
B.4.1    ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

Both CRS-A and CRS-B are in CRS business.   A Code Publisher uses CRS-A but has decided to add CRS-B to resolve its Indirect Code Identifier.

The Code Publisher provides its Indirect Code Identifier and associated mapping information to CRS-B, indicates that it wants to use both CRS-A and CRS-B to resolve its Indirect Code Identifier, and gets CRS-B network address information.

The Code Publisher informs CRS-A that it wants to add CRS-B to resolve its Indirect Code Identifier by providing CRS-B network address information and a weighted value for each CRS (e.g., 60% traffic handled by CRS-A and 40% traffic handled by CRS-B).   CRS-A registers that Indirect Code Identifier with the GMCR for multiple-CRS resolution by providing the Indirect Code Identifier, CRS-A and CRS-B network address information and the weighted values.

The GMCR stores the Indirect Code Identifier, the CRS-A and CRS-B network address information and the weighted values and acknowledges the registration.
When a CCH queries the GMCR for this specific Indirect Code Identifier or the GMCR has pushed the information on this Indirect Code Identifier to that CCH, the CCH would distribute the traffic between CRS-A and CRS-B based on the weighted values associated with the two CRSs.
B.4.2  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT   Market benefits

A Code Publisher can use one or more than one CRS to resolve its Indirect Code Identifier for reasons such as failover protection (e.g., primary/secondary operations) or load sharing.
