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1 Reason for Change

This document proposes features that should be supported by the Direct Code. Some of the features may also be supported by Indirect Code but the authors are not sure how applicable they can be. Therefore, rather than proposing something that is uncertain, the authors have focused on proposing the features only for Direct Code. The features proposed here are the ones that have been widely deployed and have shown commercial success in the Japanese market.  The authors believe they will also be important for OMA MC to support as Direct Code features.
