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1 Reason for Change

Policy management applicable to What, When & Where an Indirect Code is supported affords the Code Publisher a unique opportunity to tailor make an ad campaign.  The benefits of this capability to the Code Publisher can be considerable as it is able to define the amount of resources it is willing to commit to the campaign on an ongoing basis.  This aspect of policy management is referred to as “Code Use Policy” for mobile codes.  Also, once a Code Use Policy is implemented for mobile codes distributed to the field, it is important that the Code Publisher is able to update, modify or discontinue such code use policy according to its changing needs.  This CR proposes to add the minimum Mobile Code Use Policy details to the MC RD.
