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1 Reason for Change

Use of Indirect Codes offers an opportunity to collect and report information pertaining to the User Code Scanning circumstance.  It is well established that such contextual information revolving around the User’s inquiry to the advertising content or services is highly valuable (to the advertising community) in enriching the knowledge that can be inferred about the user as consumers of marketing and promotion campaigns.  Note that user demographics information is subject to applicable safeguards of user privacy and regulatory concerns, as applicable.  In general, user information collection & reporting is based on the principle of user “Opt-In”.
This CR proposes to add the minimum metrics to the MC RD to capture User Information and other Contextual Data surrounding the User Code Scanning experience.
