5.3 Interfaces 

5.3.1 The MC-1 Interface

The Interface MC-1 allows the communication between the Mobile Code Client (MCC) and the Code Management Platform (CMP), [or the Code Clearing House, CCH, when applicable].
The Mobile Code Client will send the information from the decoded Mobile Code to the CMP (or CCH when applicable) for resolution. The CMP will send back the resolved information  to the Mobile Code Client.

MC-1 will be also used by the MCC to send any optional information for processing to the CMP (metrics, subscriber information, etc...).

The Code Management Platform is able to upgrade / update the Mobile Code Client (out of scope of MC Enabler).

5.3.2 The MC-2 Interface

The interface MC-2 allows the communication between CMPs, or its functional components (all communications are bidirectional):

· CMPn and CMPm
· CMPn and CCHm

· CCHn and CCHm

· CCHn and (CRSn1, CRSn2, CRSnX...)
· No communication CCHn – CRSm or CMPn-CRSm is allowed.

A single CCH may have communication relationships with multiple CRSs. 
A single CRS shall have communication relationship with only one CCH.
All communications to a CRS shall come from its one associated CCH. 
CMPn (or CCHn when applicable) will use MC-2 to send a Mobile Code Identifier to another CMPm (or CCHm) when it is not able to resolve it.

A CCHn will use MC-2 to send a Mobile Code Identifier to  CRSn (both will act as a CMPn) for its resolution.

A CRSn will use MC-2 to send the resolved information to a CCHn (both will act as a CMPn).
A CMPn (or CCHn when applicable) will used MC-2 to send the resolved information to another CMPm (or CCHm) when it is able to perform the resolution of the MCI.
The MC-2 REP Interface
The interface MC-2 REP allows the communication between CMPs, or its functional components (all communications are bidirectional):

· CMPn and CMPm

· CMPn and CCHm

· CCHn and CCHm

· CCHn and (CRSn1, CRSn2, CRSnX...)

· No communication CCHn – CRSm or CMPn-CRSm is allowed.

The CMP responsible for the Code Publisher will use the MC-2 REP interface to receive various metrics (as available) from any other CMP’s and CCHs.   
The CRS responsible for the Code Publisher will use the MC-2 REP interface to receive various metrics (as available) from its associated CCH.   

5.3.3 The MC-3 Interface
The interface MC-3 allows the communication of a CMP (or CCH when applicable) and the Global Mobile Code Registry (GCMR).


A CMP (or CCH) could ask a GMCR about any updates regarding Mobile Codes that have been ported (Code Portability) through MC-3.
