Change 1:  Proposed texts for Section 5.3.2
5.3.2      MC Enabler Interfaces

The section describes the interfaces shown in Figure 5.1.

5.3.2.1        MC-1 Interface
The MC-1 interface is exposed by the GMCR to allow the CRS to request a CRS Routing Prefix, change the network address associated with the CRS Routing Prefix, transfer an Indirect Code from another CRS and change the network address associated with an Indirect Code whose CRS’ network address is stored at the GMCR.

The MC-1 interface supports the following functions:

· For the CRS to request a CRS Routing Prefix, register the network address of the CRS associated with the assigned CRS Routing Prefix and update the registered network address of the CRS when needed.
· For the CRS to request the transfer of an Indirect Code from another CRS, register the network address of the CRS associated with the transferred-in Indirect Code and update the registered network address of the Indirect Code when needed.

· For the GMCR to send the assigned CRS Routing Prefix and/or the acknowledgement when the network address associated with the CRS Routing Prefix has been successfully registered or updated to the requesting CRS.
· For the GMCR to inform the CRS when another CRS requested to transfer an Indirect Code handled by this CRS and for to inform the involved CRSs about the result of the Indirect Code transfer.
5.3.2.2        MC-2 Interface
The MC-2 interface is exposed by the GMCR to allow the CCH to request the network addresses of the CRSs associated with the Indirect Codes and/or for the GMCR to push the data and/or updates that are used for resolving the Indirect Codes to the CCH.

The MC-2 interface supports the following functions:

· For the CCH to request the network address of the CRS that can resolve an Indirect Code.
· For the GMCR to send the network address of the CRS that handles the Indirect Code in the request or a failure reason to the CCH.
· When supported, for the GMCR to push the data or updates that are used for resolving the Indirect Codes to the CCH.
5.3.2.3        MC-3 Interface
The MC-3 interface is exposed by the CCH to allow the CR to request for resolving an Indirect Code.

The MC-3 interface supports the following functions:

· For the CR to request the content or service address that is associated with an Indirect Code.
·  For the CCH to send the content or service address that is associated with an Indirect Code or a failure reason to the CR.
5.3.2.4        MC-4 Interface
The MC-4 interface is exposed by the CRS to allow the CCH to send the request for resolving an Indirect Code.

The MC-4 interface supports the following functions:

· For the CCH to send the request for resolving an Indirect Code to the CRS.
· For the CRS to send the content or service address that is associated with an Indirect Code or a failure reason to the CCH.
5.3.2.5        MC-5 Interface
The MC-5 interface is exposed by one CCH to another CCH in case that the latter is integrated with a CRS in a CMP to send the request for resolving an Indirect Code.

The MC-5 interface supports the following functions:

· For the CCH that receives a request for resolving an Indirect Code from the CR (the 1st CCH) to send the request to another CCH that is co-located with the CRS (the 2nd CCH).
· For the 2nd CCH to return the content or service address that is associated with an Indirect Code or a failure reason to the 1st CCH.
The MC-5 interface is likely to be exactly the same as the MC-4 interface.    If agreed, the MC-5 interface can be removed.
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
