DEFINITION: This is a brand (business,, organisation or individual) who wants to distribute certain content or services (e.g.,i.e. an advertising campaign) to a mass audience by using Mobile Code scanning as a channel.
ROLES: In the case of Indirect Codes, the Code Publisher executes a campaign or service by acquiring Indirect Mobile Code Identifiers (ICIs) from the Code Management Platform (CMP), encodes them into Symbology images and then publishes these as Mmobile Ccodes in print or electronic media for distribution. The Code Publisher may optionally also contract a Code Sales Agency (i.e., a broker or ‘middleman’ entity) that acts on its behalf in different capacities.  Such capacities may range from turnkey advertising campaign design, results tracking & reporting, or simply obtaining ICIs from the CMP, or including encoding of ICIs into Symbology images for distribution. The Code Sales Agency exists as a surrogate, and is expected to act as a trusted agent on behalf of the Code Publisher, but is not deemed as a sufficiently distinct actor in the Indirect Mobile Code eco-system. to manage its interests in the service or advertising campaign, including acquiring the mobile codes via the Code Sales Agency who may also handle on its behalf.distribution of the mobile codes in print or electronic media, etc.
In the case of Direct Codes, the Code Publisher may encode the Mobile Code Ddata into the Direct Code himself, or via a business partner.
5.2.2	Mobile Code Sales Agency
DEFINITION: The Mobile Code Sales Agency ensures the best Mobile Code service or campaign success by coordinating business topics and related activities on behalf of the Mobile Code Publisher. 
ROLES: Existence of the Mobile Code Sales Agency is market dependent and optional.
In the case of Indirect Codes, the Mobile Code Sales Agency is responsible for code correctness towards their clients (i.e. Mobile Code Publishers) and acts as a business broker to one or more Code Management Platforms. Mobile Code Sales Agency may also add value by designing and orchestrating services or campaigns on behalf of the Mobile Code Publishers.In the case of Direct Codes, the Mobile Code Sales Agency may encode the data into Direct Codes and assist in distribution on behalf of the Mobile Code Publishers.

DEFINITION: The Global Mobile Code Registry is an singular and unique component within an Indirect Code eco-system that is entrusted to authoritative body that allocates, and administer,rates and maintain global uniqueness of the identifiers Routing Prefixes used in the given Indirect Code eco-system.
ROLES: The Global Mobile Code Registry is only used in the Indirect Code eco-system. The GMCR Mobile Code Registry is responsible for allocating and registering Routing Prefixes associated with each CMP (or CRS, where applicable) in the given eco-system Routing Prefixes. In addition, tThe GMCR Mobile Code Registry is also responsible for maintaining a repository containing the network addresses of registered CMPs, or of CCHs through which registered CRSs can be reached.providing a look-up service to the MC Enabler to determine routing information for the CMP (or CRS where applicable) responsible for resolving a particular Indirect Code Identifier.
