Change 1:  Introduction of text
X.X Indirect Code Ownership
X.X.A General Introduction

The ownership of the identifiers and data spaces within the MC enabler is an important aspect in controlling the end user experience of consuming a Mobile Code.

X.X.B Routing Prefix Ownership

The ownership of the Routing Prefix is initially with the GMCR. When the GMCR allocates the Routing Prefix to a CMP (or CRS where applicable), the ownership of the Routing Prefix transfers to the CMP (or CRS where applicable).

X.X.C Indirect Code Identifier Ownership

When a CMP (or CRS where applicable) is allocated a Routing Prefix by the GMCR, the CMP (or CRS where applicable) may start to allocate Routing Prefixes which, when combined with the Routing Prefix of that CMP (or CRS where applicable) for Indirect Code Identifiers. The ownership of these Indirect Code Identifiers is with the CMP (or CRS where applicable). The CMP (or CRS where applicable) may make an agreement with a Mobile Code Publisher for the MCP to associate content or a service and some associated metadata to a Indirect Code Identifier. This agreement may include the license for a MCP to publish the ICI in Mobile Codes. The ownership of the ICI remains with the CMP (or CRS where applicable) throughout this process.
X.X.D Associated Content or Service and Metadata Ownership

When a CMP (or CRS where applicable) has made an agreement with a Mobile Code Publisher for the MCP to associate content or a service and some associated metadata to a Indirect Code Identifier, the ownership of the associated data space (i.e. for associated content or service and associated metadata) is with the MCP.
X.X.E Code Recycling

When a CMP (or CRS where applicable) makes an agreement with a MCP to associate content or a service and some associated metadata to a Indirect Code Identifier, this may be permanent, or may be for a period of time. After the expiration of the period of time, the CMP (or CRS where applicable) regains ownership of the associated data space. The CMP (or CRS where applicable) may then recycle this ICI and the associated data space. It should be noted that after expiry of the period of time, the printed Mobile Codes may still be publicly available. It should be considered best practice not to recycle ICIs and the associated data space.
X.X.F Code Transfer

When a CMP (or CRS where applicable) has made an agreement with a MCP to associate content or a service and some associated metadata to a Indirect Code Identifier, the MCP may request the CMP (or CRS where applicable) to transfer the ICI and associated metadata to another CMP (or CRS where applicable). Under this circumstance, the CMP (or CRS where applicable) reserves the right as owner of the ICI to allow or disallow this transfer. Likewise, the new CMP (or CRS where applicable) may allow or disallow this transfer. If both CMPs (or CRSs where applicable) allow this transfer, ownership of the ICI transfers from the old CMP (or CRS where applicable) to the new. This transfer is permanent. If the initial agreement between the CMP (or CRS where applicable) and the MCP was for a period of time, the old and new CMPs (or CRSs where applicable) may transfer the code back after expiration of the time period.
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
