This contribution proposes changes to the text that was accepted in OMA-MC-2009-0045-CR__to_TS__Mandated_Standard_Symbologies. We feel that the accepted text is unnecessarily restrictive, in that it requires the MCC to support both QR Code and Data Matrix. The requirement (SYMB-001) states that the MC Enabler must support at least one open standards defined Symbology, but does not require both to be supported. We are concerned that the adopted text will result in unneeded MCC complexity, especially in markets where one symbology is currently dominant or in markets where neither QR nor Datamatrix codes are the prevalent symbologies (the MCC would need to support 3 symbologies in these markets). We also note that the accepted text does not address SYMB-004 or SYMB-006. The following text changes are recommended.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add a new sub-section in 5.1 to section 5.0 Mandated Standard symbologies 
5.1 Mandated 2D Standard Symbologies  

A 2D Symbology or two-dimensional bar code frequently appears square in shape and contains data which is read both horizontally and vertically by the scanner. It is a two dimensional way of representing information. The mandated 2D standardized bar code symbologies have the capacity to encode both direct and indirect message formats.
The MC Client SHALL support at least one of the following symbologies: QR Code [QR] or Data Matrix [DATAMATRIX]. These two standard bar codes provide a good basis for global interoperability and represent the majority of the mobile codes used in the world today. Both QR Code and Data Matrix are ISO standards. 
The MC Enabler SHALL support the provisioning or update of the MC Client to support additional Symbologies, which may include symbologies not mandated by the MC Enabler.
If a Symbology that is technically capable of supporting both Direct Codes and Indirect Codes is supported by a Mobile Code Client, then the support for Direct Codes MAY be distributed across the MC Enabler.
