Change 1:  Proposed changes for Sections 5.2.1 and 5.2.2
5.2.1     Overall Architecture

The following diagram details the architecture of the Mobile Code enabler.
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Figure 1: MC Architecture
NOTES:

1. A combination of a CCH and a CRS is functionally identical to a CMP. It is an implementation decision as to whether the decomposition of the CMP is adopted. If the CMP is decomposed into a CCH and a CRS, support of MC-4 and MC-4 INFO is mandatory. For architectural simplicity, the CMP is typically shown.

2. There may be multiple CRSs associated with a single CCH.

3. The MCC may also connect via MC-1 to a CMP. However, it should be noted that an MCC has a relationship with a single CCH or CMP. The CMP also connects via MC-2 to the GMCR as needed.

4. Additional interfaces to other OMA Enablers MAY be defined in the above MC Architecture Diagram based on identified needs to reuse, or interact with, other enablers, as appropriate.
5.2.2     Architectural Instantiations

The following diagrams detail how the Mobile Code architecture appears when using the CMP functional entities and the decomposed CCH and CRS functional entities. Figure 2 details the MC architecture using the CMP, and Figure 3 details the MC architecture using the CCH and CRS.
