Change 2:  Proposed changes for Section 5.3.2
5.3.2   Global Mobile Code Registry (GMCR)

The GMCR is a functional entity and may be instantiated across numerous physical implementations. An example may be that a single naming authority (e.g. OMNA) maintains a list of local mobile code registries and that these registries serve associated CMP/CCHs. In this example, the naming authority may allocate a primary part of a routing prefix to a local mobile code registry such that the registry can then issue Routing Prefixes directly whilst ensuring uniqueness. It is assumed that if a local mobile code registry is issued a primary part of a Routing Prefix, it shall be able to issues Routing Prefixes over interface MC-2 Info. It may offer interface MC-2 to associated CMP/CCHs. The GMCR functions can also be achieved through out-of-band means, e.g. database replication and/or meshing. This is out of scope of this enabler but should be noted as an effective method.
