10.2 MC-1 Interface

The MC-1 interface is used by the MCC to request and receive resolution of a decoded mobile code.
Implementation requirements described in each of the following subsections apply to both the MCC and CMP/CCH unless stated otherwise.
10.2.1 Code Resolution

The Code Resolution operation allows the MCC to request resolution of a mobile code and receive from the CMP/CCH the resolved content/service or address to the content/service. The Code Resolution operation consists of the following messages:

· CodeResolutionRequest from the MCC to the CMP/CCH;

· CodeResolutionResponse from the CMP/CCH to the MCC
