7. 2.5.1
AGPS Format

The MCC SHALL recognize AGPS as a binary data object content type. AGPS contains GPS ephemeris data as described in [GPS]. This data is useful for Assisted GPS applications. The Direct Mobile Code MAY contain binary data objects from several satellites. 

The binary data object contained in the AGPS format SHALL contain the content-type ‘agps’.  The length of this binary data object is 47 octets. The first 10 bits of the binary data object SHALL correspond to the SV ID for the satellite associated with the ephemeris data, as defined in [GPS]. The remaining 366 bits of the binary data object SHALL correspond bitwise to the ephemeris data object as defined in [GPS].
