The GMCR is a logical component performing distributed functions comprising of a root Routing Prefix Naming Authority (e.g. OMNA) and either regional/local registries or multi-lateral arrangements amongst groups of CMPs (or CCH, as applicable) that together coordinate the global uniqueness of assigned Routing Prefixes for Mobile Codes. Section 5.3.2 specifies various functions performed by the GMCR that are necessary to fulfill the Routing Prefix assignment & usage requirements in the MC RD.

No changes are required.  

ACTION: The above clarification should be aligned with the final disposition of Docs# 0128 & 0129 (Motorola) both of which are pending on this topic.

Change 1:  Proposed changes in the MC AD Section 5.3.2 – Architectural Diagrams.
5.3.2  
Global Mobile Code Registry (GMCR)
Fundamentally the GMCR functions ensure that assigned ICIs within an ecosystem are globally unique.  It is mandatory that the GMCR functions that allocate Routing Prefixes are coordinated through a single naming authority (e.g. OMNA). An example may be that the single naming authority ) maintains a list of top level Routing Prefixes (“primary parts” of Routing Prefixes) which are allocated to qualified requestors.  The holder of the primary part of a Routing Prefix can in turn issue (i.e. ‘sub-allocate’) Routing Prefixes to other requestors who require a Routing Prefix address space within the given primary part Routing Prefix.  Interfaces MC-2 and MC-2 INFO may be used, where applicable.  

The Global Mobile Code Registry (GMCR) is a logical component realised by distributed functions; fundamentally GMCR functions ensure that assigned Routing Prefixes (hence, ICIs) within an Indirect Mobile Code ecosystem are globally unique.  [Note: ICIs comprises of a ‘Routing Prefix’ associated with the Code Resolution entity and a ‘Resolution Identifier’ associated with individually prescribed service experience]  While the mobile code ecosystem is at its infancy, the most probable realisation of the GMCR will comprise of the following:

· A root Routing Prefix registry administrator – most likely candidate is the OMA Routing Prefix Naming Authority (OMNA) that assigns root level Routing Prefixes. This function somewhat comparable to the IP Address Allocation function.
·  Mobile Code Registries (MCR) – a collection of local registries established based on self driven aspirations of promoting mobile code usage within communities according to political or market boundaries.  A MCR is responsible for: a) Sub-allocation of Routing Prefixes, i.e. assigning a Routing Prefix within the range of Routing Prefixes obtained from the OMNA, and b) supporting a look-up facility accessible by authorised principals (e.g. CMPs or CCHs) for Routing Prefixes in its database.  This look-up facility is somewhat comparable to the Internet DNS function.  Interconnection of MCRs is subject to business arrangements, details of which are considered out-of-scope of the MC Enabler.     
· Multi-lateral arrangements amongst groups of CMPs (or CCH, as applicable) that together coordinate the global uniqueness of assigned Routing Prefixes within the partners in the multi-lateral arrangement.  It is expected that both sub-allocation of Routing Prefixes and data look-up are supported; however, details of any multi-lateral arrangement are out-of-scope of the MC Enabler.
