Definitions
	Code Clearing House
(also ‘Parent CCH’ and ‘Child CRS’)
	The Code Clearing House performs Code Routing functions as part of the CMP; CCH exists in markets where the CMP role is not owned by a single entity.

Relationship exists between the CCH and CRS such that:   
a) Each CRS must be associated with one and only one CCH. 

b) There may be multiple CRSs associated with a single CCH.
This relationship is akin to the ‘parent-child(ren)’ relationship, with the CCH being the parent (i.e. ‘Parent CCH’) and the CRS being the child (i.e. ‘Child CRS’).  All Code Resolution requests sent to, and responses received from, a CRS are processed through its Parent CCH.   


	Code Management Platform
(also, ‘Resolving CMP’ or ‘Resolving CRS’)
	The Code Management Platform performs a resolution service pertaining to Indirect Mobile Codes; specifically, it resolves Indirect Code Identifiers into corresponding addresses of target content or services as intended by the Code Publisher for appropriate further actions by the Mobile Code Client.  
In most cases, the CMP role is owned & operated by a single business entity as a complete functional component.  In some markets, the CMP role is fulfilled by two different actors having separate ownerships from each other.  In such a case, the CMP functions are decomposed into the CCH and CRS components with open interfaces exposed between them; hence a combination of the CCH and CRS is functionally equivalent to a CMP.
As each Indirect Code Identifier can only be resolved by a single designated CMP (or CRS, where applicable), this particular CMP or CRS is also referred to as the ‘Resolving CMP’ or ‘Resolving CRS’, respectively.

	Code Resolution Server 
	The Code Resolution Server performs the code resolution part of the CMP; CRS exists in markets where the CMP role is not owned by a single entity.  (Also, see definitions of CMP and CCH.)

	Mobile Code Client
(also ‘Home CMP’, ‘Home CCH’, ‘Remote CMP’ and ‘Remote CCH’)
	The MC enabler software entity that resides in the device, and contains the functionality to acquire, decode, and extract the encoded information for further processing as required. This is often referred to as a ‘Mobile Code Reader’ and these terms may be used synonymously.
As each Mobile Code Client is configured to send all its Code Resolution requests to a single default CMP (or CCH, where applicable), this particular CMP or CCH is also referred to as the ‘Home CMP’ or ‘Home CCH’, respectively,  If the Home CMP is unable to resolve an Indirect Code Identifier, the MC Enabler will locate the Resolving CMP that is other than the Home CMP; this particular CMP is referred to as the ‘Remote CMP’.  Likewise, where applicable, if no CRS child of the Home CCH is able to  resolve the Indirect Code Identifier, the MC Enabler will locate the Parent CCH (other than the Home CCH) through which to reach the Resolving CRS; this particular CCH is referred to as the ‘Remote CCH’.
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
