	The Code Clearing House performs Code Routing functions as part of the CMP; CCH exists in markets where the CMP role is not owned by a single entity.

	Code Management Platform

	The Code Management Platform performs a resolution service pertaining to Indirect Mobile Codes; specifically, it resolves Indirect Code Identifiers into corresponding addresses of target content or services as intended by the Code Publisher for appropriate further actions by the Mobile Code Client.



	Code Resolution Server 
	The Code Resolution Server performs the code resolution part of the CMP; CRS exists in markets where the CMP role is not owned by a single entity.  

	Mobile Code Client

	The MC enabler software entity that resides in the device, and contains the functionality to acquire, decode, and extract the encoded information for further processing as required. This is often referred to as a ‘Mobile Code Reader’ and these terms may be used synonymously.


	Parent CCH 
	A CCH that is associated with one or more Child CRSs. 

	Child CRS 
	A CRS that is associated with one and only one Parent CCH.

	Resolving CMP 
	The CMP that is able to resolve a particular Indirect Code Identifier.  

	Resolving CRS 
	The CRS that is able to resolve a particular Indirect Code Identifier.  

	Home CMP 
	The CMP to which a particular MCC is configured to send all Code Resolution requests. 

	Home CCH 
	The CCH to which a particular MCC is configured to send all Code Resolution requests.

	Remote CMP 
	The CMP that receives a Code Resolution request when the Home CMP (or Home CCH, where applicable) is unable to resolve a particular Indirect Code Identifier.

	Remote CCH 
	The CCH that receives a Code Resolution request when the Home CMP (or Home CCH, where applicable) is unable to resolve a particular Indirect Code Identifier.
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
