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1 Reason for Change

This CR proposes the following changes to the TS for the reasons stated alongside:

· Update section 5.2.3 MCC Configuration Parameters:
Move the responsibility of the MCC user’s personal data management to the MC-Enabler rather than making it the sole responsibility of the MCC.  This is to a) reflect the current reality in many ecosystems where this is done by the home CMP, b) make MC-1 more efficient by minimizing the latency-critical data traffic.
· Add section 5.2.4 MCC Update Process:
To support the update of the MC Client to a newer or different version.
· Text for section 5.3:
To reflect OMA-MC-2009-0101R03-INP-Release_1_Working_Assumptions_KK-ERH.ppt page 7.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Proposed changes to Section 5.2.3
MCC Configuration Parameters
The MC Enabler SHALL support the ability for the user to enter and store user personal data information on an ‘Opt-in’ basis. The following user personal data information SHOULD be supported at minimum:

a)  Age
b) Gender

c) Postal Code/Zip Code

d) Household Income
e) Preferred language
It SHALL be possible for the user to add, update or delete any supported user personal data information at any time.

If user personal data has been entered and stored in the MC Client, it SHALL be possible for the MCC to insert available user personal data stored in the MCC as metadata in the MC-1 ‘Code Resolution Request’ message.  

If user personal data has been entered and stored in the MC Client, the user SHALL be able to ‘Opt-in’ or ‘Opt-out’ for this personal information data to be forwarded as metadata for each MC-1 ‘Code Resolution Request’ message.

Change 2:  Add section 5.2.4 MCC Update Process
The MC Enabler SHALL support the ability for the Service Provider to provision or update the MC Client to:

· A newer or different version of the MC Client based subscriber and handset profile changes, e.g., updated handset platform OS, operator switching, etc.
· A newer or different version of the MC Client based on the activation or deactivation of desired features, e.g., support of additional Symbology(ies). NOTE: Additional Symbology(ies) as mentioned above may include ones not mandated by the MC Enabler.
The MC Enabler SHALL support the ability to provision or update the MC Client using the MC-1-UPDATE_MCC web service <ref to be inserted to appropriate 10.2 sub-section>.
End Change 2.
Change 3:  Proposed changes to Section 5.3 1D Barcode Support
MC RD Section 6.2.1 “1D Barcode Specific Requirements” will be deferred to beyond Release 1 for the following reasons:
· There is substantial  lack of clarity in the use cases behind the above-mentioned requirements – the desired outcomes, benefits for the user, service provider and code publisher.

· Lack of clarity on the interoperability of 1D codes since the same 1D code may be consumed by multiple Resolution functions.  For example, a 1D code on a soup can may be used to a) enter a sweepstakes, b) check nutritional value, c) do comparison shopping for the best price.  All three services may be offered by different providers so may require different routing functions than for 2D Indirect codes.

· General consideration of managing MC Release 1 completion - need to prioritize the work to complete MC Release 1 on time
