6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add text to Section 9.5 for tracking and reporting
9.5 Charging and Accounting
This section describes the procedures for tracking and reporting chargeable events related to Indirect Mobile Code usage.

9.5.1 Tracking and Reporting Procedures
The MCC sends a TrackingReport message to the Home CMP (or Split-CMP/Parent) to report usage information gathered from the Mobile Code data format, applications making use of the resolved content, and device components (e.g. location).
The TrackingReport message SHALL contain at least an identifier of the MCC and an identifier of the Mobile Code. The detailed parameters of the TrackingReport message are described in section 10.X.X.

The MCC SHALL send the tracking information in a TrackingReport message over the MC-4 interface to the Home CMP (or Split-CMP/Parent).

If a tracking-address is present in the MC-1-RESOLVE_ICI_RESPONSE message sent from the Home CMP (or Split-CMP/Parent) to the MCC, the MCC SHALL send the TrackingReport message to the indicated tracking-address. 
If a tracking-address is not present in the MC-1-RESOLVE_ICI_RESPONSE message sent from the Home CMP (or Split-CMP/Parent) to the MCC, the MCC SHALL send the TrackingReport message to the pre-provisioned Tracking Address as detailed in Section 5.2.3.
The MCC SHALL send the TrackingReport message under the following conditions:

· When the MCC receives a RequestForTrackingReport message from the Home CMP (or Split-CMP/Parent)
· Based on a predefined schedule as per the Home CMP (or Split-CMP/Parent) policy
Upon reception of the TrackingReport message, the CMP (or Split-CMP/Parent) SHALL be able to remove and/or anonymize some data elements in the tracking report prior to distributing the information to subsequent entities, subject to service provider policies.

The CMP (or Split-CMP/Parent) SHALL send the tracking report to the tracking-address received in the MC-3- RESOLVE_ICI_RESPONSE identifying the subsequent entities in the reporting path. Sending of the tracking report by the CMP (or Split-CMP/Parent) is subject to business agreements.
When there are multiple CMPs (or Split-CMPs/Parents) involved in code resolution, the tracking-address SHALL represent a combination of the tracking address fragments provided by the subsequent CMPs (or Split-CMPs/Parents parents of resolving Split-CMPs/Children or Split-CMPs/Children) involved in content acquisition by way of code resolution. 

The above steps at the CMP (or Split-CMP/Parent) SHALL be repeated for all CMPs (or Split-CMPs/Parents parents of resolving Split-CMPs/Children or Split-CMPs/Children) identified by the tracking-address. The subsequent CMPs (or Split-CMPs/Parents) SHALL use URL redirection to send the tracking report to the next entity in the reporting path.
Change 2:  Update to Section 5.2.3
5.2.3 MCC Configuration Parameters

The parameters required to ensure proper functioning of the MC Client with the Operating System of the device are subject to implementation and are not specified in MC Enabler.

If the MC Client supports resolution of Indirect Codes, the following minimum parameters SHALL be configured in the MC Client:

· Network Address of the Home CMP (or Split-CMP/Parent, as applicable).

If the MC Client supports resolution of Indirect Codes, the following charging-related parameters MAY be configured in the MC Client:

· Tracking Address of the Home CMP (or Split-CMP/Parent, as applicable).

Otherwise, the Tracking Address of the Home CMP (or Split-CMP/Parent) SHALL be provided in the MC-1-RESOLVE_ICI_RESULT message (either as the Tracking Address of the Home CMP (or Split-CMP/Parent) only or as a concatenation of the Tracking Addresses of all CMPs (or Split-CMPs/Parents) involved in Code Resolution, as described in Section 9.5.1).
The MC Client SHALL support the ability for the user to enter and store user personal data information on an ‘Opt-in’ basis. The following user personal data information SHOULD be supported at minimum:

a)  Age
b) Gender

c) Postal Code/Zip Code

d) Household Income
e) Preferred language
It SHALL be possible for the user to add, update or delete any supported user personal data information at any time.

It SHALL be possible for the MCC to insert available user personal data stored in the MCC as metadata in the MC-1-RESOLVE_ICI_REQUESTmessage and in the TrackingReport message. 

If user personal data has been entered and stored in the MC Client, the user SHALL be able to ‘Opt-in’ or ‘Opt-out’ for this personal information data to be forwarded as metadata for each MC-1-RESOLVE_ICI_REQUEST message.

FOR DISCUSSION: Sections 5.2.1 – 5.2.3 would fit better under a Provisioning / Updating / Installation section. It is currently under “Symbology Processes” which may be misleading. Perhaps 9.1 can be expanded to accommodate this?
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
