Change 1:  Changes Section 7.3
7.3 Resolution of overlapping Recognizable Formats

There are cases where a Recognizable Format appears in other Recognizable Format. Such Recognizable Formats are called as overlapping Recognizable Formats. For overlapping Recognizable Formats, a rule is needed how such overlapping formats are resolved consistently among the various implementations of this specification, so as to ensure consistency between the expectation of the publisher of the mobile code and the recognition results to be presented to the user. The following examples show such cases and desired prioritized resolutions.

This specification specifies rules for the resolution concerning the following Recognizable Formats:

· http: and https:

· tel:

· telephone number
（String-1 and String-2）

· mail address

In case where an overlapping Recognizable Format is found:

· The MCC MUST recognize the email address as the first priority Recognizable Format if the email address starts with a telephone number. 

· Otherwise, among the Recognizable Formats that overlap each other, the MCC MUST recognize the Recognizable Format whose first character starts closest to the beginning of the Data String as the first priority Recognizable Format.

· The MCC MUST display the actionable image of the first Recognizable Format. How to handle other Recognizable Formats that overlap with the selected first priority Recognizable Format is subject to each implementation.
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
