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1 Reason for Change

This contribution proposes changes and a few new parameters related to subscriber profile information such as age, postal/zip code, household income and gender in Sections 10.2.1.1 and 10.4.1.1 and adds two references in Section 2.1.   Some of the parameter names are shortened because they are the header names in the HTTP URI.  This R02 contribution has incorporated the agreed changes based on the R&A comments on 0040R01.   Two new sections, 10.2.1.3 and 10.4.1.3, are proposed in R02 to reflect the use of MC-ERROR message when there is a failure in processing the request.

10.2.1.1      Resolve ICI Request
The MC-1-RESOLVE_ICI web service request SHALL be made as specified below:

· The URL in the request SHALL be the MC-1-RESOLVE_ICI_REQUEST_URL that is currently configured in the MCC.
· The parameters marked “Mandatory” in the table below SHALL be present in the request while the others MAY be present in the request.
· The “cc” MUST be present when the “post” is present.
· If the “income” or “age” contains a free text phase but the “language” is not present, the default language, English, applies.
