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1 Reason for Change

This CR proposes changes to sections 10.3.1.2, 10.6.1.2, 10.6.2.2, 10.7.1.2 and 10.7.2.2 for the “status” parameter’s code values in the response message.  It is based on the OMA-MC-2010-0041R01-CR_Proposed_changes_in_section_10.3, OMA-MC-2010-0038R01-CR_Proposed_changes_in_section_10.6, and OMA-MC-2010-0039R01-CR_Proposed_changes_in_ section_10.7 that are agreed at the March 2010 Tokyo meeting.   The “cause” parameter in MC-1-RESOLVE_ICI_RESPONSE message and MC-3-RESOLVE_ICI_ RESPONSE message will be addressed later when they are finalized.  The “status” parameter’s code values that  are specific to MC-1 and MC-3 interface are “410” indicating “ICI transferred out already” and “460” indicating “too many forwarding”.

The MC-2-ROUTING_ICI web service response SHALL be made as specified below.
· The parameters marked “Mandatory” in the table below SHALL be present in the response while the others MAY be present in the response.

· Either the “ici” or “icibk” but not both MUST be present.  If “ici” is not present in the request, it MUST NOT be present in the response.   If “icibk” is not present in the request, it MUST NOT be present in the response.
· The “addr” MUST be present when the MCR has the routing information for the ICI or ICI block.
· The “crs” is present only when the Split-CMP-Child is to resolve the ICI and the Split-CMP-Parent has provided the information to the MCR.

· The “status” MUST be present when the transaction fails and MUST NOT be present when the transaction is successful.
