15 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Proposed changes to section 9.1.3 – remove the constraint on the MCC to store and forward the MCC user’s personal data
9.1.3 MCC Configuration Parameters

The parameters required to ensure proper functioning of the MC Client with the Operating System of the device are subject to implementation and are not specified in MC Enabler.

If the MC Client supports resolution of Indirect Codes, the following minimum parameters SHALL be configured in the MC Client:

· Network Address (i.e. HTTP URL) of the Home CMP (or –Split-CMP-Parent as applicable).

If the MC Client supports resolution of Indirect Codes, the following charging-related parameters MAY be configured in the MC Client:

· Tracking Address of the tracking server at the Home CMP (or Split-CMP-Parent, as applicable).

The MC Client SHALL support the ability for the user to enter and store user personal data information on an ‘Opt-in’ basis. The following user personal data information SHOULD be supported at minimum:

a)  Age
b) Gender

c) Postal Code/Zip Code

d) Household Income
e) Preferred language
It SHALL be possible for the user to add, update or delete any supported user personal data information at any time.

If stored locally on the MCC, it SHALL be possible for the MCC to insert available user personal data as metadata in the MC-1-RESOLVE_ICI_REQUEST message and in the MC-4-TRACKING_REPORT message.  

If user personal data has been entered and stored in the MC Client, the user SHALL be able to ‘Opt-in’ or ‘Opt-out’ for this personal information data to be forwarded as metadata for each MC-1-RESOLVE_ICI_REQUEST message.

Change 2:  Make the following changes to the first paragraph of section 8.2.1
8.2.1 Overview of Code Resolution Procedures

When the MCC detects that a scanned Mobile Code is an Indirect Code, it retrieves the ICI from the Indirect Code and sends the code resolution request to the home CMP (or the Split-CMP-Parent where applicable).   If stored locally on the MCC, the MCC includes the subscriber profile information such as preferred language, age, gender, household income and postal code in the code resolution request if the user has opted in to allow the inclusion of the information in the code resolution request.

Change 3:  Make the following changes to section 8.2.2.1
8.2.2.1 Procedures at MCC

When the MCC detects that a scanned Mobile Code is an Indirect Code based on the presence of the “Code-Marker”, it SHALL perform the following procedures:

1. Display the text in the “Displayed-Text” field if it has a non-zero length.

2. Include the “ici” and set it to the value in the “ICI” field of the Indirect Code.

3. Ask for the user permission to include the subscriber profile information for this request if required.

4. If stored locally on the MCC, include the parameters associated with the subscriber profile information if the user has opted in to include such information in the request.
