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1 Reason for Contribution

The OMA Mobile Codes v1.0 (MC 1.0) Candidate Enabler Release has been published: For more information, click here Mobile Codes 1.0 Candidate Enabler Release, or go to the following link: http://www.openmobilealliance.org/Technical/release_program/MobileCodes_v1_0.aspx 

This contribution proposes a list of survey questions to gauge the respondent member company’s interest in IOP Testing for the MC 1.0 CER at different levels as described in the questions.
Responses received in this survey will be handled as follows:

1. A brief report summarising the responses received in the survey will be produced. Such a report will be submitted to the IOP WG (and/or TP, as required) for information.
2. Based on the responses received, MC SWG (under guidance of the IOP WG) will ascertain: 

a) the level of interest member companies may express on MC 1.0 IOP Testing within the OMA IOP framework, and 

b) if the interests expressed as collected from (a) reasonably suggest that member company resources will likely be available to contribute to the IOP Testing documentation & preparation.

As there is no existing process in OMA established to conduct such a survey, additional clarifications (based on guidance from DSO/TP) as below are relevant and helpful:

I. This survey is considered an unofficial way to collect inputs, analogous to those collected through a show-of-hands.
II. DSO will notify the OMA-All mailing list as an invitation to all members to participate in this survey.

III. This survey will be open for 7 days or more for all members (pending coordination with DSO).  
IV. Members can respond to this survey by directing their inputs to the “For Comments Only – R&A”.

V. Member responses to the survey are not interpreted as commitments by any means.

VI. Results from this survey will be used as to inform the discussion between MC SWG and the IOP WG about the likelihood of member company contributions available to assist in the pre-IOP documentation & preparation. 

VII. All decisions regarding formal proposals for MC IOP Testing shall be handled by the IOP WG as per normal OMA Process. 
2 Summary of Contribution

Although IOP Testing might be conducted outside of OMA, completion of IOP Testing of enablers within the OMA IOP Program has certain general benefits.  Such key benefits, as per OMA IOP WG advocates, are listed in [Ref 1] and [Ref 2] as enclosed.  Since there is an estimated 3 months total effort typically incurred in development of the pre-IOP Testing documentation (applicable to MC 1.0) inclusive of all Technical WG interactions with the IOP WG mainly to complete the ETS – Enabler Test Specification, its review & approval by the IOP WG, etc., the Mobile Codes SWG would like the opportunity to collect inputs from OMA members inside and outside of the MC SWG regarding the level of interest to support MC IOP Testing within the OMA framework. 
It is hoped that responses collected from this survey will strengthen the estimate of whether member company resources, hence contributions, will likely be sufficient to assist the completion of the Pre-IOP Testing documentation efforts.

Highlights of information/advice from the above OMA IOP advocates are as follows:
· OMA IOP program promotes visibility of the interoperability testing of prototype implementations by different members.

· Testfest events are very well organised; have had a track record of 30 Test Events since 2002 with over 40 enabler releases tested.  See OP-TestFest-Statistics.

This approach has generally been viewed as sufficiently scalable.

· Flexible Testing:  different kinds of test events (F2F testfest with permutations of bilateral IOP testing); more recently, a virtual testing procedure was defined – by working through a “Trusted Zone” that is operated by the DSO staff.

· Results of the bilateral testing can be kept confidential, according to the wishes of the test participants.

· Successful IOP Testing is defined as “implementations repeatedly passing tests”.

· Although there are no statistics kept to compare the costs of bilateral testing held outside of OMA versus costs incurred by test participants within the OMA IOP Program, the general belief is that costs can be managed by the test participants in a flexible way – this is particularly true with the option of remote, virtual testing.

· ETS- Enabler Test Specification (IOP WG responsible)

· TFP- Test File Package (IOP WG responsible)

· EVP- Enabler Evaluation Plan (IOP WG responsible)
