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1 Reason for Contribution

OMA-MC-2010-0213R01-INP_Recommendations_for_OMNA_allocation_of_MC_V1.0_Registry_IDs_and_Routing_Prefixes.zip
The above document was presented to the REL WG in the OMA Honolulu meeting for guidance on an action plan to establish a OMNA Registry Allocation Service in support of MC 1.0 compliant implementations that require OMA allocated CPM Routing Prefixes for Indirect Codes (i.e. ‘Registry-IDs’ and ‘Remaining-Part-of-Routing-Prefixes’).  Upon detailed discussion, REL WG identified the following issues:

· Some more difficult questions could not be addressed by REL alone, but may require BoD involvement. Specifically:

· There could potentially be thousands or even millions of registrations if mobile codes become a commercial success. This would require additional resources to manage OMNA.

· There were legal considerations related to the possibility for OMA to put requirements on those registering with OMNA to use the entry within a certain time or otherwise it would be revoked. Also, it was suggested that OMA later may want to consider introducing a small fee to cover our costs associated with registrations.

· There were also concerns that this service could be abused and that we need to ensure that the entity registering with OMNA is legitimate (e.g. through use of a digital signature).

· There has also been discussion in the past with GSMA on the possibility for it to handle this kind of registration; OMNA may want to revive such discussion, subject to member support.

 

From a REL/MC point of view, we see a need to engage in discussions with the BoD on this topic. An action point was assigned to OMNA to generate a presentation for a future meeting with BoD for guidance on the best approach towards a resolution.  It is conceivable that BoD might wish to delegate to BoD EL to discuss this topic further with REL to consider any legal aspects of another organization possibly undertaking work for OMA.
As a follow-up to the above discussion in REL WG, the attached draft presentation was compiled for discussion with the MC SWG in order to collect further inputs.  Upon finalisation, this presentation will be used for engagement with the BoD. 

	
	


2 Summary of Contribution

Key issues identified in Doc#OMA-MC-2010-0213R01 were summarised.

Preliminary recommendations for Mobile Codes Registry actions:

· OMA may wish to consider a registration fee to cover the cost of additional resources, however all OMNA registrations are currently free of charge.
· OMA may wish to outsource the Mobile Codes registration to a 3rd party which has the infrastructure for charging and the potential high volumes.
· OMA may wish to start the registry, on a free-of-charge basis, and monitor the volume of registrations with a view to outsourcing, if and when the volume exceeds our current capabilities.
Guidance from the BoD will be sought to ensure alignment with OMA organization scope of operations and any legal aspects, as applicable.  Review of such issues & implications by OMA Legal may be necessary, subject to BoD advice.
