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1 Reason for Contribution

R03 updates resolution of the remaining questions and editor’s notes as per MC CC on 2011-09-19, including minor editorial clean-up.

R02 updates input from previous group CCs.  See Editor’s Notes that remain outstanding.
R01 provides edits to: 

a)  improve consistency between the administrative details required by OMNA for applicants of the Mobile Codes Registry-IDs and Routing Prefixes, and 

b) align the general background information as a common summary of the two parameters being assigned by OMNA.

Editor’s Note:  Values of the example Registry-IDs and Routing Prefixes should be verified before publication on the portal.

This contribution posts the current design and relevant text provided by the latest OMA OMNA portal information intended to support the assignment of the network component addresses that are prerequisites for implementing a Mobile Codes V1.0 compliant architecture.

The goal is to use the “OMNA Registration Service for Mobile Codes V1.0 Network Components” mockup portal information as baseline for editing and updating of this tool towards its timely finalisation.  To this end, all relevant comments and feedback collected to date will be considered when finalising this OMNA mockup portal.

There are in fact two such mockup portals for applying for assignment of the Registry-ID and Routing Prefix, respectively.  [Ref: OMA-TS-MC-V1_0-20101130-C.zip, Section 8.] 

2 Summary of Contribution

R01 includes discussion and online edits from the Budapest MC meeting.  Key modifications include the following:
· Align the structure of both OMNA Registries (i.e. for MC Registry-IDs and CMPs).

· Apply common text for general description of the MC network components and the related OMNA Registries.

· Remove headings of “Purpose of Registry” and “Description of the Registry” to align with most of the other existing OMNA Registry portals; such headings seem to be implicit, rather than explicit.  This would also avoid the confusing use of the term ‘registry’ as in the OMNA Registry and the MC Registry ‘Registry-IDs’.

· The final text will be uploaded to the corresponding OMNA Registry portals.

The latest OMNA mockup portals for the “OMNA Registration Service for Mobile Codes V1.0 Network Components” are excerpted herein to serve as baselines for MC SWG editing & updating towards their timely finalisation.  Agreed modified text will be provided to the OMNA staff for implementation of the portals being readied for production service soon.
3 Detailed Proposal

The latest recommended OMNA mockup portals for the “OMNA Registration Service for Mobile Codes V1.0 Network Components” are provided as follows:
OMNA Registry for Mobile Codes Registry-IDs
Network architectural components of the OMA MC Enabler involved in resolution of Indirect Codes and related addressing rules for such components are as follows:
a)
Code Management Platform (CMP) and its variants where applicable (i.e., CMP-Split-Parent and CMP-Split-Child). Each CMP capable of resolving Indirect Codes is assigned with a globally unique Routing Prefix.
b)
A CMP is typically associated with either a Mobile Code Registry (MCR) or Multi-lateral Arrangement (MLA). A CMP can also operate on its own without any association with other CMPs.

c)
Within a community of CMPs associated with a MCR, the entity that operates the MCR shall apply for a ‘Registry-ID’ from the appropriate OMNA Registry. Within a MLA (i.e., a community of CMPs without any MCR), the designated lead CMP in the MLA shall apply for a ‘Registry-ID’ from the appropriate OMNA Registry.

d)
If associated with either a MCR or MLA, a CMP shall obtain its Routing Prefix assignment from the holder of a Registry-ID (i.e., either the MCR entity or the designated lead CMP in the MLA).
e)
If not associated with any MCR or MLA, a CMP shall obtain its Routing Prefix directly from the appropriate OMNA Registry.
Definitions and normative functional responsibilities of the above-mentioned network components of the MC Enabler, as well as the relationship between a Registry-ID and Routing Prefixes that stem from it, are specified in the OMA Mobile Codes V1.0 Enabler (Technical Specification Sections 3.2, 8.1 and 8.2). 	Application for a Mobile Codes Registry-ID 


An entity who is responsible for the Mobile Code Registry (MCR) role within a community of CMPs or is the lead CMP in a multi-lateral arrangement (MLA), as specified in the OMA Mobile Codes V1.0 Enabler, can apply for a Registry-ID. An applicant will receive a fixed length 3-hexadecimal-digit Registry-ID value when approved.

OMNA Registry for Mobile Codes Routing Prefixes
Network architectural components of the OMA MC Enabler involved in resolution of Indirect Codes and related addressing rules for such components are as follows:

a)
Code Management Platform (CMP) and its variants where applicable (i.e., CMP-Split-Parent and CMP-Split-Child). Each CMP capable of resolving Indirect Codes is assigned with a globally unique Routing Prefix.

b)
A CMP is typically associated with either a Mobile Code Registry (MCR) or Multi-lateral Arrangement (MLA). A CMP can also operate on its own without any association with other CMPs.

c)
Within a community of CMPs associated with a MCR, the entity that operates the MCR shall apply for a ‘Registry-ID’ from the appropriate OMNA Registry. Within a MLA (i.e., a community of CMPs without any MCR), the designated lead CMP in the MLA shall apply for a ‘Registry-ID’ from the appropriate OMNA Registry.

d)
If associated with either a MCR or MLA, a CMP shall obtain its Routing Prefix assignment from the holder of a Registry-ID (i.e., either the MCR entity or the designated lead CMP in the MLA).

e)
If not associated with any MCR or MLA, a CMP shall obtain its Routing Prefix directly from the appropriate OMNA Registry.
