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1 Overview

The OMA BAC-MAE Working Group has open work items – “Browsing Enhancements Phase Two”, “Mobile SVG”, and “Mobile SMIL” – that require coordination between the OMA and the W3C, in particular with the W3C Interaction domain. 
The intention of the open work item “Browsing Enhancements” is to evolve the current OMA Browsing Enabler Release [1], which today contains mobile profiles of XHTML and CSS, to take advantage of the most recent Web technologies. The intention of the open work items on SVG and SMIL is to define requirements for mobile use of those technologies. 
Although the requirements for the work items are yet to be defined, the MAE subgroup has come to the conclusion that the scope includes many of the same things – e.g. mobile profiles, compound documents, and the concept of Web applications – that were discussed at the W3C Web applications and compound documents workshop [2], and which may potentially become new W3C activities. 

A goal of MAE is to align its work with Web and Internet standards, thus coordinate with W3C work and recommendations.
