At the October 2004 meeting of ITU-R Working Party 6M (Interactive Multimedia), it was agreed to create and maintain a report describing the various technologies available (or in development) for the protection of multimedia content. The intent of this report is to provide a central point of reference for ITU-R member administrations, worldwide, considering their options for protecting the legal rights of broadcast content owners.

To this purpose, WP6M has appointed a Rapporteur, Mr Mark Jeffrey from Microsoft, markjeff@microsoft.com, to solicit and collect contributions to this report from administrations, technology developers, standards groups and industry forums, both within and beyond the ITU-R membership. The report will include regulatory and compliance based approaches (e.g. the United States “Broadcast Flag”) in addition to purely technical mechanisms.

Therefore I would like to invite OMA to consider submitting some information on its preferred content protection technologies (e.g. OMA DRM) for inclusion in this report.

If you choose to contribute, all that would be needed would be a general description of the submitted technology, the role it is intended to play, its overall architecture, key features and distinguishing capabilities, etc. More detailed information (technical or otherwise) may optionally be included at your discretion. Submitted material will be included in the report as provided, with larger documents being linked from a web or ftp server.

This being a Rapporteur assignment, there is no need to employ official liaison channels, and responses can be sent directly to the Rapporteur at his e-mail address, with a copy to me.

Please could I ask that any response reaches him by the end of February 2005, to allow time to collate the report for the April 2005 meeting of ITU-R WP6M.

· TP R&A followed by BoD Ext Liaison/Legal committee review if the agreement with ITU does not cover ITU-R.

The liaison officer to work with the Board Ext Liaison committee to ascertain which route to take and advise asap.
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
