2 Proposal

The following table is the current proposal for a UAProf vocabulary for DIMS and RME. OMA BT will take ownership of creating the vocabulary and publishing it as part of the UAProf 2.0 schema and potentially DPE. BT would like to ask SA4 to review the proposal to see if it covers all the issues needed in a DIMS UAProf vocabulary.
Static Capabilities 

Static device capabilities for DIMS/RME are advertised using the facilities provided by OMA UAProf. The following UAProf vocabulary is defined, and SHOULD be supported by device profiles describing DIMS/RME capable devices:

	Contains the current running screen viewport height for a DIMS/RME application in pixels. Height is relative to CurrentScreenOrientation as the origin is always located at the top-left corner of the screen.

	Contains the current running screen viewport width for a DIMS/RME application in pixels. Width is relative to CurrentScreenOrientation as the origin is always located at the top-left corner of the screen.
