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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution raises operator serious concerns at the way in which the mobile codes activity is being handled and managed by the OMA BT WG.

2 Summary of Contribution

It is proposed to immediately commence consistent standardisation work of mobile codes.
3 Detailed Proposal

The OMA Mobile Codes White Paper has been completed, which clearly identifies (amongst others) the standardisation needs of many in the operator community, namely:-

· the required minimum functionality on devices (e.g. barcode scanning, barcode reader, …)

· identification of the data structure(s) to carry the barcode contents to a resolution server or third party

· support for a namespace and code space to enable routing resolution and network interoperability
· one single OMA enabler release shall support both the direct and indirect modes.  The Requirements Document, Architecture Document and the Technical Specifications shall define both modes.  It is imperative that both modes are delivered in a unified single OMA enabler release.
The contributors would like to expedite the standardisation process to avoid
· non-interoperable solutions across different tier devices
· market fragmentation (e.g. as may be caused by different availability of direct and indirect mode)
· missed market opportunities for successful 2D barcode adoption

The submitters of this contribution request that formal standardisation of 2D barcodes is immediately commenced (i.e. week commencing 10th March) on the OMA-RD-DEV mailing list, and that no further delays are introduced.
