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1 Reason for Contribution

In the definitions of UAProf V2.0 Candidated Files there are no information or components for the brew handsets, the wap portal or brew app server does not define which resources should be provided by the characteristics of brew devices.

To dynamically define what resources can be afforded to the handsets ,we propose to add the new definitions in the component  “SoftwarePlatform” to the UaProf definitions .Based on the new definitions the server can supply the purchased applications to the end user.

For specificaion ‘BREWPlatformID ‘, ‘BREWAPPIntegration’ , ‘BREWVersion’ ,’ BREWAMVersion,  the referenced definitions should be included in the Component of “SoftwarePlatform".
