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1 Reason for Change

In the updating from ESMP v1.0 to ESMP v1.1, the usage of the semicolon as a statement separator changed from mandatory usage to recommended usage. This was reflected accurately in the specification text, however the SCR was unchanged. 

As part of the IOP review prior to testing, and as reported in PR Browsing24-0132, this error was identified and this CR corrects that error.

In this case all static conformance is listed as client, even though there may be a physical separation of the encoder/compiler function from the virtual machine execution.
