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1 Overview

OMA BAC BCAST thanks ISMA for its reply dated June 2006.

Further clarifying questions relating to ISMACryp 2.0 are made below.
2 Proposal

OMA BAC BCAST thanks ISMA for its reply. We understand that ISMA has a work item on a codec-generic solution that will be available in ISMACryp 2.0. We also understand that the latest ISMACryp release is ISMACryp 1.1.

As you may be aware, BCAST specifications are due to be finalised by December 2006, with expected candidate approval in March 2007. This would allow interoperability tests to start (IOP tests).

As BCAST specifications include a codec-generic solution and as ISMACryp 2.0 will provide such a solution, BCAST believes that any divergence in specifications should be avoided at all cost so as to avoid interoperability problems etc.

BCAST therefore proposes that ISMA take this into account and keep us informed on progress towards ISMACryp 2.0 specifications. BCAST would appreciate that ISMA inform it as soon as possible when ISMACryp 2.0 has reached a stable version so that this can be referenced by BCAST via ISMACryp. This would allow us to remove the codec-generic extensions currently in BCAST, allowing us to re-use the ISMACryp 2.0 codec-generic solution.

Another concern is the potential non-backward compatibility of future versions of ISMACryp. This is related to having a reference to ISMACryp without a version number. Could ISMA please explain its policy towards future versions and the matter of backward-compatibility? How do you ensure older versions are still correctly handled? How is this signaled in SDP or elsewhere?

· Status of ISMACryp 2.0 and target finalization date

· Ability to have a single codec-generic solution via ISMACryp 2.0

· Backward compatibility in ISMA and future versions of ISMACryp (and related signaling)
