· F1: MSAS sends search request with targeted MSS’s ID and required user information (e.g. User IM, location, profile) to MSS.
· F2: MSS forwards request to targeted MSS according to the specified MSS’s ID in F1. MSS will also send user related information, including (not limited to) user Interest Model, to other MSS. Before sending the request to other MSS, if required, MSS converts the request into a format suitable for other MSS.
· P1: other MSS selects an appropriate search engine based on (not limited to) SE expertise (Meta-Index), user related information (user Interest Model, location, profile), search request (Search Domain, keywords) etc.
· F3: other MSS gets the result form the targeted SE(s).
· P2: other MSS will personalize result based on information received in F2.
· F4: other MSS returned personalized search results to MSS.

· P3: MSS converts the results format into a global uniform format. This is to help consolidating result (with different format) from different SE. MSS also removes redundancy among the results.

· P4: MSS may again do personalization on the result based on any other context information which was not made available to other MSS.

· F5: Final results/contents are returned to MSAS.
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
