This interface is used by MSS to send search request to the SE and get back the corresponding response(s). Before sending the request to the selected SE, MSS will perform the Query Building as specified in section 7.1. The PersonalizationSearchRequest message is then formed and sent to SE. SE response back with PersonalizedSearchResponse message. The MSS will then perform Result Transformation as specified in section 7.3 before sending results, back to other MSF entities.
